This study aimed to follow up the work performance performed by Graduates at the
Engineering Certificate Level in the Field of Mechatronics Engineering, Faculty of Engineering,
Pathumwan Institute of Technology, between the Academic Years 1997-1999 in the views and
opinions of the graduates, their administrators and colleagues respectively.

The target population utilized for the mentioned study were 64 graduates who had finished
their education bétween the Academic Years 1997-1999, 58 administrators, and 61 colleagues
from 58 private enterprises. In addition, the research instruments designed for gathering needed
information were 3 different questionnaires distributed to those 3 groups of population.
Spontaneously, the statistical methods used for the study were percentage, an average and a
deviation analysis. The information was presented in the forms of graphs, tables and symbols
together with explanation.

Importantly, the outcomes obtained from the present study illustrates that the former
graduates and their administrators had similar views towards their abilities to apply English to
their work performance at the high and average levels respectively. In accordance with the
application of the professional skills in terms of using computers for design as well as using skills
at an engineering measurement, both groups also had similar views at the high and average levels
respectively. Furthermore, the administrators agreed with the ideas of the former graduate’s
colleagues in terms of the graduates’ social skills such as human relationship, personality,
attitudes towards work and professional skills that they were satisfied with the former graduates at
the very high level.
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
