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The study aimed at evaluating the DJ Club activity of Prothom Suksa 4-6 students,
Montfort College Primary Section, Muang District of Chiang Mai Provinge. They were
attending the first semester of primary program of 2549 B.E. academic year at Montfort
College Primary Section. The population of this study consisted of 15 administrators 45
Prathom Suksa 4-6 teachers and 621 Prathom Suksa 4 — 6 students. The data derived was
then presented in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviations. The result showed that:

1. Environmental Factor — DJ. Club Activity was very appropriate to this study due
to the activity is designed to give students who are interested and fond of DJ.

Another point is to find new techniques and approaches to do this activity.

4. Production Factor — The evaluation at the final showed that this activity helps
to promote a good understanding between parents, teachers and students. More suggestions
were to increase rﬁore content on this activity extend the results of this activity to other grades

and other subjects and follow up the results of the students continually as well.
