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Assessment of School Curriculum Administration in Vocational and Technology
Strand in Grade Level 2 Choomchon Ban Prawnoom School, Mae Chaem District,
Chiang Mai Province is aimed to evaluate the curriculum administration by applying CIPP to
analyze a social context or environment, elemental factors of readiness of resources in plan
implementation in accordance with the curriculum, administrative process or curriculum
appliance and its productivity. The evaluative group was divided into two groups; 42 internal
personnel consisted of 1 school administrator., 4 division heads, 1 academic teacher, 1 teacher
and 35 learners who attended in such curriculum and 38 external personnel consisted of
2 resource persons from Fundamental Education Committee, 1 lecturer from the outside and
335 parents, totally numbered of 80 persons. The tools used in collecting the data were study
result record form, interview form concerning cwriculum administration, study achievement
record form and satisfactory evaluative form towards curriculum appliance. And the data was
analyzed by finding percentage, average, and standard deviation. The result of the assessment is

shown as the following;
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Social Context or Environment — the major clement of Scﬁool Curriculum in
Vocational and Technology Strand in Grade Level 2, Choomchon Ban Prawnoom School,

Mea Chaem Districe, Chiang Mai Province was corresponding with each other in every aspect. ,
The content of the curriculum was derived from local wisdom whose local way of living and
culture were also reflected.

Elementary Factor — preparedness of the resources in operating is almost ready in
every aspect as shown in the following order; personnel, curriculum materials and managerial
documentation, learning resources and learning facilities whereas the budget has not been well-
supported-unable to respond some crucial needs.

Process — there applied curriculum devclopfnent of Saylor and Lewis as guideline for
the actual administration and taken up the innovation regarding methodological techniques for
learning arrangement along with research procedure. There also held a meeting under
participation of teachers, fundamental education committees and parent in order to promote
understanding of curriculum appliance among them, as the school was able to create confidence
and reliancés\ to the customers that they in fact use the curriculum to develop learners, and also
produce insx}lrance means of potential quality. In conclusion, the process applied was appropriate
in almost every aspect.

Productivity — learners’ achievement toward “crab stock making” was rated in an
excellent level in the following order of priority; learning criteria 2 — capital, marketing and
distribution, learning criteria 3 — local wisdom, leaming criteria 4 — intellectual creation and
learning criteria 1 — local wisdom. For “fermented soy bean making,” learning achievement
was also rated in an excellent level as averagely shown in order of priority; learning criteria
5 — cooking by suing fermented soybean as an ingredient, learning criteria 3 — capital, marketing
and distribution, learning criteria 4 — local wisdom of fermented soybean making, learning criteria
1 - local wisdom and learning criteria 6 — intellectual creation (project manipulation).

In an aspect of satisfaction of learners toward appliance of the curriculum in learing
arrangenient was in a highest level while satisfaction towards intellect and experience appliance
in daily life was also rated in a high level. As for the satisfaction of parent toward two preceding

programs were in a high level as well.
