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The purpose of the research was to determine the parents® satisfaction towards

instructional management of wat trairatanaram kindergarten.

Population surveyed werc parents whose kids were studying at Wat Trairatanaram
Kindergarten in the first year to the third year of kindergarten, academic year 2005. The sample
was based on proportionate stratified random sampling each group of 210 parcnts. The
instrument was the questionnaires constructed by the researcher. The computer program was
used in data analysis. Statistic in this research was being obtained by seeking percentage, mean

and standard deviation.

It was found frome the résearch that the majority of the parents were satisfied with the
instructional management of Wat Trairatanaram Kindergarten. The parents were pleased of
masters of the classes that took an intimate care of the students. Those teachers were faithfully
kindhearted to their students, buildings had been being strongly built with a good safety filled
with cleanness, pleasant and also be deprived of pollution. Both Wat Trairatanaram

_Kindergarten and parents encouraged to arrange some religion activities. They provided the
activities that students lcarn to adapt themselves in dealing and working with others. Students
were also implanted discipline and self-confidence. These activities also taught the students to

develop their moral principles and ethical behavior gradually.
