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The objectives of this research were 1) to study the level of knowledge of graduate
students in social sciences at Kasetsart University about Thailand’s National Human Rights

Commission; and 2) to investigate the factors which affect their knowledge about the Commission.

The sampling consisted of 146 graduate students in social sciences at Kasetsart University.
Data were collected by questionnaires and analyzed by computer program. Statistical tools
employed in analyzing data were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test

(one-way ANOVA). The level of statistical significance was set at .05.

The results of the research showed that students had a high level of knowledge about the
National Human Rights Commission of Thailand. The study found that gender, major field of
study, length of employment, kind of office, total income and interest in politics did not affect the

students’ level of knowledge about the commission.
