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ABSTRACT

The purposc of this independent study was to assess the cffectivencss of the Farmer Debt
Suspension Project in the responsible area of Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative
(BAAC), Thayang Branch, Phetchaburi Province. The sample were from 300 customers of BAAC
Thayang Branch, Phetchaburi Province. Data were collected by using questionnaires and analyzed
with descriptive statistic methods of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Also t-test
was applicd for hypotheses testing. Results could be summarized as follows.

The customers of the Farmer Debt Suspension Project of BAAC Thavang Branch,
Phetchaburi Province were mainly male. aging from 41 to 50 ycars, obtained clementary cducation
Ievel. They had their own land and there were 2 houschold labor members, and had been the

customers of BAAC Thayang Branch for around 5 to 10 years.

When comparing the cftectiveness of the Project before and after being the customers of the
Farmer Debt Suspension, it was found that the changes of farmers’ debt burden with BAAC werc not
significantly diffcrent. But, the farmers’ debt burden other than that of BAAC Thayang Branch
decreased significantly at .05 level and the farmer” inco.ine increased significantly at .05 level.

In term of project cffectiveness. it was found that the customers voluntarily participated in
the re-habitation or cost reduction seminar. The customers gained knowledge and benefits of
professional improvement from the seminar and were able to increase potential in their carcer
development. In term of the project outcome. it was found that the customers® debt of the Farmer
Debt Suspension Project of BAAC Thayang Branch, Phetchburi Province insignificantlv  decreased

from 73,848.90 Baht to 71,978.05 Baht. Their debt outside the BAAC Thayang Branch significantly

decreased from 21.716.67 Baht to 13,180 Baht. while their income significantly increased from
71,661.67 Baht to 83,467 Baht. According to the debt reduction and income improvement
benchmark, it could be concluded that the Farmer Debt Suspension Project of BAAC Thayany

Branch, Phectchaburi Provinee was successtul.
