In 2002, the Program of Master of Nursing Science in Nursing Care of Women has been

implemented for 5 years. It should be evaluated to obtain information for future revision. The purpose of

this descriptive study was to evaluate 4 components of the program based on CIPP mode! including

context, input, process, and product. Key informants were composed of 20 experts, 13 faculty members,

20 graduates, 22 current students, and 20 immediate superiors of the graduates. Research instruments

consisted of questionnaires, an interview guideline, and data record form that were reviewed for content

validity by a panel of experts. Data were gathered through self-reported questionnaires, focus group

discussions, and document collection. Quantitative data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and

qualitative data were analyzed with content analysis.

The results of the study were as follows:

1.

Context - Program structure, courses, and course descriptions were congruent with the
philosophy statement and objectives of the program but not congruent with the Nursing
Council 's new standard for curriculum of advanced practice nurses. Course contents were
current, comprehensive and congruent with the current situation.

Input — Learners’ basic nursing knowledge and skills, and communication skills were good
but their skills in Thai and English ianguages needed to be improved. All instructors were
fully qualified according to the Regulations of Chiang Mai University. They were experts and
competent in teaching and research. Educational resources were mostly appropriate.
Process - Teaching-learning processes and course evaluations mostly matched the course
objectives, course contents, and learners. Activities for learner development were
appropriate.

Product - Most graduates appraised that they achieved the program objectives. Knowledge
and experiences obtained from the program were beneficial for themselves and their
agencies. Their immediate superiors and colleagues accepted them. More than half of the
immediate superiors were satisfied with the graduates’ competencies in working, research,
communication, computer utilization, team working, and working attitude but they were

moderately satisfied with their English competency.

This study was beneficial for the program revision and administration. Recommendations include

revision of the program to conform to the curriculum standards issued by the Nursing Council of Thailand

and consideration of English competency in selection of applicants and learner development.
