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This case study was a qualitative research. The purpose of the study was to
study the educational management of Buddhist-oriented school in the case of
Nongphu school, under the office of Nong Khai Educational Service Area 1. The
administrative management were focused on input process and out put were related
persons; administrators, teachers, students the educational institute committee,
caretaker, parents, local leaders and monks total including of 32 persons. Data were
collected by using interview, observation and checklist. The research findings were
reported in narrative description.

The findings:

The effectiveness of Buddhist-oriented school achieved to school goals were
combined of the following details:

1) Input factors. Institute administrators and teachers would be characterized
as : good vision, systematic approach, faithful, Buddhism’s ways of life, particularly 5
rules of training, good exemplariness to students and community. Local community-
family, temple and school had opportunity to participate in vision planning,
curriculum construction, physical environment improvement

2) Process factor. Teaching-learning management were included : integrated
essential subjects with educational levels as Trisigka principles to related everyday
life and authentic assessment. Continuously friendship relations with local community
organization, especially on Buddhistic activities were lead to successfulness.

3) Output factors. The school of study put the focus as 14 desirable behaviors
of students. With the participatory of community, parents and students themselves
evaluated the student’s progressive outcome.
