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ABSTRACT 240270

The objectives of this research were to study 2 categories included: 1) to study
disciplinary process of religious heir — being in Buddhism of Thailand 2) to study conditions
effective to the disciplinary process of religious heir — being in Buddhism of Thailand. In this
research there had been steps and researching processes being emphasized on qualitative research
and data collection. The Sirithammikavas temple, Khoksri Sub-district, Muang District, Khon Kaen
Province had been selected to be area — studies, and data collection by means of participating
observation and deep interviews from the sampling who were 7 monks and had been ordained for 5
years and lay people who regularly came to the temple by collection of general data.

The finding were summarized as follows:

1) As for social disciplinary process before those who came to the Sangha or monk
institution they all had got belief in Buddhism before, fheir purpose in the ordination was mostly
similar so as to compensate their parents’ gratitude, and for many monks their ordination was to
study doctrine, practice Thamma for their happiness and for suffering salvation.

So, under the social clue as mentioned, that is to say; The social disciplinary process of
the Sangha happened under the same clue and for this study, the researcher had looked for 3 periods
included: (1) The period before discipline (2) The period of discipline (3) The period of monk
hood.

2) For internal and external conditions to promote social disciplinary process of the
San.gha institution, the _intémal conditions were as follows: (1 ) the period in ordination (2) the
belief of those who needed to be monk (3) Stréngth of the process. (4) Moti_vatioﬁ and (5)
Béckground of become a monk. These 5 conditions were the internal conditions being more
important for monk hood in long periods of those who deeded to be monk effective to the social
disciplinary process of the Sangha institution, and the external conditions were as follows: (1)
Social status raising up (2) Social value, both of them were external conditions being more

important for the disciplinary process and (3) Social condition changed.
