This research aimed to study levels of knowledge and skills in information literacy gained from
integrating information literacy contents into the teaching and learning process of English course, and the
students’ attitudes about the teaching and learning pattern. The experimental design was introduced to
use in the study. The sample group were 37 the third year students majoring in marketing at
Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Kalasin campus who enrolled English for Business Communication
1 course in the second semester, the academic year of 2003. The research instruments included lesson
plans, an information literacy skill test and an interview schedule. Data were statistically analyzed
through percentage, mean and standard deviation distributions and the hypotheses were tested by t-test.

The study revealed that there were statistically significant differences at 0.01 level between the
levels of knowledge and skills in information literacy of the students. The mean score of posttest was
35.76 while the mean score of pretest was 29.41. Therefore, the results of the study suggested that
integrating information literacy contents into teaching and learning process of English course can
improve students’ levels of knowledge and skills of information literacy. Moreover, the researcher found
that there were some variables influenced students’ information literacy knowledge and skills including
grades, learning experiences in the course of library use, and the experiences in library use training.
Students agreed that the integration of information literacy into the teaching and learning process of
English course gave them opportunities to search information from ‘Various sources as well as had
opportunities to exchange their ideas with friends and lecturer. Further they were easy advised from
lecturer just in case when they had problems. However, there were some problems occurred during the
teaching process included lack of information resources supporting students searching activities.

Students complained that there were too many assignments which they can’t finish due to the date.
