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This research is a Descriptive Research with the purposes of studying about
developmental task of family with female adolescence, sexual attitude of female adolescence
and to examine the relationship between these variables. The samples used in this research
are the female adolescence studying in junior high school level of the schools in Municipality
Area of Udon Thani Province, in the services of Udon Thani Educational Area Zone 1,
amounting 340 students, by using Systematic Random Sampling. The instruments used in this
research are composed of 3 sections. Section 1 General information questionnaires. Section 2:
Developmental task of family with female adolescence questionnaires. Section 3 Sexual
attitude of female adolescence questionnaires. The content validity of questionnaire was verified
by 5 experts. The reliability of the questionnair was tested using Cronbach’s alpha coefficient.
The validity of developmental task of family with Female adolescence questionnaires equals
0.89, of sexual attitude of female adolescence questionnaires equals 0.83. The data \;vere
analyzed by SPSS for windows by using frequency distribution, Percentage, Median, and
Spearman correlation. From the consequence of study, found that

1. Totally developmental task of family with female adolescence’s median is in
mediumlevel (M=4). By sectors, found that thf;re was 2 sectors of developmental task of
family with female adolescence having high level median such as sector of life philosophy and
moral relay to child (M=4.5) with sector of self responsibility encouragement and activity in
family (M=4.5). There is 6 sectors of family with female adolescence’s median in medium

level such as sector of relations and communications in family (M=4), Sector of educational

support (M=4), sector of financial allocation (M=4), sector of social role training (M=4),
“sector of love and care performance (M=4), the sector with lowest median is the sector of
sexual knowledge communication.

2. Totally sexual attitude of female adolescence’s median is in medium level (M=4).
By sectors, found that most are in medium level. The sector with highest median is the sector
of sexual services (M=5). Other 4 sectors such as sector of associating with another sexual
friend (M=4), sector of outing in entertaining place (M=4), sector of sexual behavior (M=4),
the sector in medium level with lowest Median is the sector of condom use and contraceptive
(M=3).

3. Developmental task of family with female adolescence is related to sexual attitude
of female adolescence in positive way with statistics significance of 0.05 (r=0.100).

The consequence of study indicates that the families of female adolescence usually have
done developmental Task. The female adolescence may have appropriate sexual attitude.
However developmental task of family with female adolescence should be promoted for more
frequency, especially for sexual knowledge communication and the appropriate sexual attitude
should be settled in female adolescence such as condom use and contraceptive by using various

suitable strategies and methods for family and female adolescence.
