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The purposes of this research were study to learning reform of
the kindergarten private schools. including (1) to study learning
reform of the kindergarten private schools. and (2) to compare
learning reform of the kindergarten private schools, between the
small and large - sized schools. The research sample consisted of 72
administrators and 196 teachers. The instrument for collecting data
were the questionnaires. The obtained data were analyzed by a
computer program, SPSS for windows, to find frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation and t — test.

The Results:

1. Leaming reform of the kindergarten private schools,
Amphur Muang, Khon Kaen province was practiced at the much
“level” ranking in-order as follows : curriculum implementation and
personnel management respectively.

2. There were significant difference between the small and
large - sized kindergarten private schools. at .001 level of
sigmificance.
