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This study is aimed at the participatory evaluation in health promotion
activities of Intaram Temple Elderly Club. The study group were the club committees
and members. Data was collected by observation, interview and focus groups
discussion, including secondary data between March and July 2005. Typological and
descriptive analysis were applied to analyze this study.

The results were as follows:

Participatory evaluation process: All stakeholders of the club participated in
the evaluation process by determining and designing the indicators, collecting and
analysing the data. Most of the objectives of the club were achieved the preset
indicators, except occupational promoting activity.

Health Promotion Process: The result of no participation of the members to
determine the club’s objectives reflected in unclear healthy public policy of the club.
The club created well supportive environments by managing physical environments in
terms of inside-group, family and community levels. While the relationship or family
relations which was a culture of people in the rural area supported the club’s social
environment. Furthermore, well organization, continued doing activities, created their
own new activities and collected funds for the group. Showed the strengthen of the
organization. Group membership provided further personal skill development in many
ways, such as; health and social skills, living skill, team work, problem solving and
emotional management : Finally, it was found the club affected health staff by
reorienting the strategy service from a reactive approach to a more proactive
approach, through increased health promotion. !

In summery, the process of participatory evaluation was the effective
process to create knowledge and team working to both the health staff and the
members of elderly club. '
