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ABSTRACT
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The objectives of this study were to 1) evaluate the performance of the Community
Sufficiency Economy Project; 2) examine the level of participating people’s satisfaction toward
the Community Sufficiency Economy Project; and 3) explore problems and obstacles of
implementing the Community Sufficiency Economy Project in Northern Yangpao Village and
Southern Yangpao Village, Tambon Omkoi, Amphoe Omkoi, Changwat Chiang Mai. Data were
collected through questionnaires distributed to 93 people taking part in the Project and the
schedule interview conducted with 5 officials working in the Community Sufficiency Economy
Project.

According to the study, it could be summarized as follows:

1) Participating in the Project, they had the land for cultivating and living. Moreover,
~ they received support in terms of, for example, career loan and job training from Chiang Mai
Provincial Agricultural Land Reform Office and other public organizations. On that basis, they
obtain a better quality of life, had jobs and adequate income for their living.

2) Most of the people joining the Project were satisfied with it in the medium level as
they had a better quality of life. To clarify, they were earlier living in the watershed forest area
without public utility, public sector’s support and financial resource. Participating the Project, the
majority of people were satisfied with the support from the Project, for instance, career loan and

job training. However, people contended that electricity, water supply and roads were not
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provided all over the area as well as the land for cultivating was inadequately allocated to earn a
living.

3) There were several problems and obstacles in performing the Community
Sufficiency Economy Project. To illustrate, the budget allocation was limited and designated
belatedly. In addition, the Project staff was insufficient comparing to the tasks. Besides, the
coordination with Chiang Mai Provincial Agricultural Land Reform Office and other government
organizations locating in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai, appeared tardily. There was also a
communication problem since most of the participating people were Karen who could not speak
and understand Thai language. Furthermore, the Project lacked agricultural tools and modern
office equipment. Finally, participating people lacked eagerness and cooperation in joining
activities because they just simply waited for assistance.

Additionally, suggestions from this study were as follows: The Project should be
improved in regard to budget allocation process, personnel, and equipment and tools. Knowledge
relating to sufficient economy philosophy should be provided to participating people to raise their
awareness. Activities should also be created corresponding to people’s demand. Finally, people
should be informed concerning personal hygienic condition such as toilet using, body cleaning

and healthcare maintaining,.
