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This research titled “‘A. study on models and methods of vocational student ethics
development, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University, were aimed to study the models
and methods of vocational student ethics development and to study the problems of ethics
development. The population used in this research consisted of 14 Vocational Department
instructors and 362 students. Instruments used for collecting data were an interview form used
with the instructors and a questionnaire asking students’ opinion. Data were analyzed through
uses of frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The research findings were as
follows:

The models of ethics development was studied and revealed. The students
acknowledged the models intervening ethics in study courses at high level. The next rating ranks
were the acknowledgement of honest, responsibility, creative thinking, interest in and desire for
knowledge, and diligence, respectively. However, the social skill item was acknowledged least.
In addition, the instruétors had developed student ethics by intervening the course with
responsibility, discipline, honest, creative thinking and, interest in and desire for knowledge,
respectively.

Problems affecting the success of ethics development were revealed that the problem
items the majority of students rated at high level were teaching techniques, methods of ethics
development, instructors’ personality, students’ family, and following up. Additional, in
instructors’ views regarding the problems affecting the ethics development, they were learning
and teaching curriculum, models of ethics, teaching techniques, educational institutes’
administrators, and students’ family. Both students and instructors agreed with the construction
of ethics reinforcement course by setting into the curriculum because of the course being proper

with student teacher development.
