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Wat Asokaram is an important venue for religious activities. It is
located on the estuary of Chao Praya River in Samutparkan province. The temple
was built on mangrove area surrounded by communities. Suitable for meditation, as
religious buildings stand in harmony with nature. Historically, the head monk's
residence blends into the forested background which is shown that the temple plays
an important role in environment and natural resource management.

However, over the past. decades the temple has faced changes,
changes were noticeable in the area. Changes are from various causes, such as the
building of rock dams to prevent the coastal erosion which obstructed the flow of
seawater. As a result, some ponds in the area became waste-due to the lack of
planning. This has a negative effect on thé temple's image.

The objective of the thesis is to provide a master plan of the two
merging concepts -- the shore and mangrove forest’s conservation and the religious

activities optimization — to establish a model for the nearby communities.
