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This thesis intends to study the administering principles of antidumping legislation
enforced by the antidumping agencies of some foreign countries under Agreement on
Implementation of Article VI of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade 1994. The aim is to
analyze the effectiveness and its progressive development of the Anti Dumping Rules of these
countries and, as a result, to use this analysis as a basis information for the development of Thai

antidumping agencies structure.

In studying and analyzing the effectiveness of each antidumping agencies in enforcing
antidumping legislation and rule, the study focuses on comparing the case study of agencies’
transparency, respensibility, impartiality, check and balance, independency, and speediness of

the United States, Malaysia and New Zealand agencies.

It appears in the study that the antidumping agency in Thailand needs to be further
improved and developed in terms of transparency, responsibility, impartiality, check and
balance , independency and speediness. In addition, the Thai procedural antidumping
legislation need to be amended for a clearer meanings. Furthermore, a task of encouraging the
knowledge and expertise in the antidumping agency together with improving the structure and

duty of the Committee on Antidumping and Subsidy is also necessary .
