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The purposes of this research were 1) to study the contents of caring in Buddhist, feminist ethic, altemative education
and civil society perspectives 2) to analyze guidelines of the education provision for caring in Thai society and 3) to propose
guidelines for developing the education provision for caring in Thai society. The research methodology was qualitative inquiry.
The methods included documentary study related to contents of caring in Buddhist, feminist ethic, aiternative education and civil
society perspectives, structural-interviews with experts for guidelines of the education provision for caring in Thai society, and six
focus group discussions with stakeholders including instructors, leamers, parents, administrators of educational institutes,
administrators of education and other social institutes for developing guidelines for developing the education provision for caring
in Thai society.

Research findings were as follows:

1. Caring in Buddhist, feminist ethic, altemative education and civil society perspectives means human relationships
for helping and supporting each other. All, except civil society perspectives are extensive to human-natural relationships.
Enhancing individual mind and interpersonal relationships are the important goals of caring. Various virtues play a maijor role as
essential components of caring, and both intrinsic and extrinsic factors of human beings are influenced on caring. Caring has its
values both on people themselves and on the society where they live.

2. According to guidelines of the education provision for caring in Thai society, the goal of canng is to enhance
leamer's morality and virtues. The specific goal of caring in civil society perspective includes people’s participation and
community strength. The contents of the curriculum are relevant to the nature and human beings. Content of socia! management
is added for civil society perspective. Teacher, parents and communities are important models of caring, and have
responsibilities to participate in developing education for their children. The important role of eamers is to help themselves
develop caring. Enhancing mind, creating interpersonal interactions, participating in activities related to educational
management, and preparing appropriate environments are strategies for training caring in leamers. Both qualitative and
quantitative evaluations are suggested.

3. The guidelines for developing the education provision for caring in Thai society include 6 categories. The Thai
govemment and Ministry of Education in Thailand should plan for policy and management of caring education. Many virtues and
moralities stemming from various religious principles should be integrated appropriately into caring education. Teacher should
be trained in moral or caring education. Caring education should be set as a core course and emphasize on enhancing
individual mind. Parents, communities and schools should be models of caring for their children, and work together to develop
their children’s caring. Qualitative approaches should be emphasized to evaluate the outcomes of caring, as well as

stakeholders should be invited to participate in this process.
