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The curriculum of master degree in adult nursing (plan A) has been implements
for 5 years in the year 2005. It should be evaluated to obtain information for future revision of
the curriculum, The purpose of this descriptive research was to evaluate 4 components of the
curriculum based on CIPP model including the aspects of context, input, process and product.
The subjects selected through purposive sampling consisted of 16 experts and faculty
members, 20 graduate students, 13 master studer;t nurses and 17‘head of agencies of
graduate students during March 2006 to May 2006. The research instruments were
questionnaires. Content validity of the questionnaires was assessed by experts. The data were
analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of the study revealed that :

1. Context evaluation — The philosophy was congruent with the first to sixth
objectives in high level. And all of objectives of the curriculum were distinct and practical. The
objectives of every courses in specialty area and elective courses were congruent with the all
of objectives of the curriculum. And the curriculum structure was appropriate in nearly high
fevel

2. Input evaluation — The master student nurses and graduate students had the
opinion that administration and management of curriculum and study plan, courses in
curriculum structure, resources, competencies of personnel in the area of educational
services and quality in teaching of instructors were appropriate in nearly high level.
Building and facilites were appropriate in moderate level. Qualification of master student
nurses who entered this curriculum should have grade point average in bachelor degree at
least 2.5 points, experience in working at least 1-2 years.

3. Process evaluation — The master student nurses and graduate students had
the opinion that teaching and learning methods, measurement and evaluation of the courses
including fhe performance of academic advisors, instructors were appropriate in nearly high
level. And the performance of advisors of thesis were appropriate in nearly high level and high

level, respectively.

4. Product evaluation — Graduate students satisfied with the curriculum and their
quality practice in nearly high level. The head of agencies of graduate students satisfied with
the quality practice of graduate students in nearly high level.

This study was beneficial for the curriculum revision. Reco'mmendations include
revision of the curriculum to conform to the curricutum standards of advanced practice nurses

which issued by the Nursing Council of Thailand.
