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The objectives of this thesis are to study the value and identities of Bangkok Yai canal
and the communities along the canal , to analyze the role and conservation potential of the

canal, and to propose conservation guidelines for the area.

The result of the study reveals that Bangkok Yai Canal was the old ¢hao Phraya
River before the new short-cut river was created. Today the water-based communities along
the canal still have traditional settlement patterns . The existing temples , houses ,
environment , way of life , and culture have made the city structure and elements of the

area <o unique.

The unique elements of the communities along the canal are water-based settlements
with prominent architectural style such as building layout facing the canal and the
relationships between the communities’ social space . pedestrains , vistas , and activity

systems and the water-based environment which vary from community to community .

The proposed conservation guidelines for Bangkok Yai Canal and it's communities
comprise : 1) the conservation of water-based environment which will support culturat and
tourism activities : 2) the conservation of settlement patterns and elements of the comrhunities
aiong the canal using city planning regulations ; 3) the conservation of architectural identity
and its environment in each community by regulating hight and building style controls : and
4) revitalizing local activity system in accordance with conservation measures for future

expansion cf the area.
