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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the state and problem of community participation to devélop
Phrapariyatitham "schools in southern Thailand 2) study factors which effect the community participation to develop Phrapariyatitham
schools in southern Thailand 3) propose the guidelines for community participation to develop Phrapariyatitham schools in southern
Thaitand ‘ _

Researcher selected the two areas by purposive selecticn and simply sampling, from the selection , getting one
medium schoc! and one small school {7 school and % school). This research utilized a survey research methodology by field
study method. Data collection used interview and the tachniques of focus-group discussion. Particioants were divided in two groups
; community group such as- community leader, community people, etc. and school group such as school administrator, schoot '
manager and teacher.

- Research findings were as follows:

1) The states of community participation to- develop Phrapariyatitham schools in. southern Thailand, the participants were
parents, community leader and educational schools boards and people. Most of people did not participate directly in educational
management but joined in terms of the money and instructional equipments contribution.

2) The problems of community participation to deveiop Phraparivatitham scﬁools -in southern Thailand was that schoo! of
academic administrative system did not support community participation, budget arranging system has not been gdod, nen-quality
teacher and period time for doing activities did not help community panicipé/ﬁon.

3) Factors enhancing community participation to develop Phrapariyatitham schools in southern Thailand consisted of
thrge groups ; group 1 was divided in three factors such as economic condition, society and. culture and physical environments ;
groupZ consisted of the community relationship, the relation between community and school, the faith qf'community to schoo! and
‘school members, the community consistence between school and temple ; group 3 school factors such as school members, the
performance of school and the performance effectiveness.

4) Obstacle factors to community to develop Phrapariyatitham schools in southem Thailand revesled that three groups:
group 1 wes divided in three groups i) economic factors such as economic construction 2) trust and value of society such.as the
status of manks is, limitted in participation of school activity 3) local poiitic factors such as decline of relationship between a locai leader
and the school. Group 2 was community factors such as an imigration of different area people. Group 3 was divided in three groups ;
the school members , the school performance and the school effectiveness . .

5) The guidelines for community participation to develop Phrapariyatitham schools in southern Thailand were divided in
4 sides 1) Academy such as schod! committee trainihg for educational arranging knowledge. 2) Budget such as settig up the
committee representing community ta supervise. 3) Personnel such as developing of the qualities of the person of sghool mar\ager.
monk and neophytg. 4) General administration such as making the connection with the commission of Non-formal educat_ion and arranging

the activities enhancing the community relationship -
