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The purpose of this thesis was to study the problem solution, family and
commumty roles i assisting unemployed persons. The rescarcher collected data by using
interviews, observations, and focus group discussions, The data were carefully checked for
their completon, and then, classified o yroups, interpreted and presented descriptively,
The results of the rescarch were as follows:

1. The workers, who returned home., carned their independent occupations instead
of their previous employment as a means of problem solution. The independent occupations
of most unemployed persons were reported suceessful. For example, when the eight
ex-workers first started their carcers, only 3 of them failed and had to restart their working
process unti] they found it successful. Those became their current carcers since then. The
factors affecting such failure and success consisted of (he means to find out and study the
carcers’ data. apply their previous experiences. and cam new knowledge as a capital of new
occupations a pan {rom living on their unemplovment benefit fund or financial assistance
from cousins and community fund.

2. The families and communities had a significant role in assisting uncmployed
persons. The families provided them with morale support, while the communities gave them

financial assistance through a community loan, publication and subsidy.
