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This research was aimed at studying the adjustment ability of Mathoyom Suksa 4-6
students boarding at Rajaprajanugroh 31 Scﬁool, Mae Chaem District, Mae Chaem District,
Chiang Mai, in second semester of 2009 academic year. The instrument used was the adjustment
measuring scales. The collected data were analyzed in term of frequency distribution, percentage,
means, and standard deviation. It was found that the adjustment ability of the students was at
medium level in the aspect of relationship with the teacher and at high level in the aspects of

relationship with friends and of school discipline.
