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The purpose of this research was to study guidelines for developing local art education
curriculum on ceramic subject based on Discipline-based Art Education in the elementary schools,
Changwat Sukhothai which concemed to develop learing objectives, contents, activities, evaluation,

educational media and learning resources. The ‘esearch populaticn included 171 educational

management stakeholders and 16 local ceramics makers. Research instruments were

questionnaires, interview forms and observation via interviews. The data were analyzed by
percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and content analysis.

The research findings reveaied that the development of local Art Education cumiculum on ceramic
subject based on Discipline-based Art Education in the elementary schools, Changwat Sukhothai
was appropriate in students’ learning with educational institutes and communities.
The stakeholders crucially agreed as the same as the opinion of local-ceramic makers.

The local Art Education curriculum on ceramic subject could be summarized on follows;

1.Defined Proposal: students should be encouraged to love, be proud of and be aware in their
communities which leaded to the development and the transition of Sukhothai local wisdom in
ceramics.

2.Defined Contents: students should leam the local folk art ceramics history from the past to present.

3.Defined Learning Activities: students should take a field trip to local ceramic factories.

4.Evaluation: students should be able to describe the history of their local fcik art ceramic
communities and local resources available in local areas, which facilitated the ceramic producing.

5.Learning equipment and learning resources: students should learn from antiques producing
and antiquities in this community such as ancient ceramics, kiln and local museums.

The stakeholders paid attention to the guidelines for developing locai urriculum on especially

art history of ceramics as a core leading to the knowledgement in aesthetics, art studio, art criticisr

and their own communities.
