The research on "The Development, the Status of Learning and Teaching and the Research of
Thai Public Policy " is aimed at analyzing factors that affect the development and analysis of Thai public
policy study, is designed to study and énalyze the current teaching and learning development of pubiic
pblicy in Thailand and is designed to study and analyze Thai public policy research. Thié research
undertakes quantitative method and qualitative method. The population in the research is Thai higher
education institutions offering courses in political science and public administration, the postgraduate
students who took public policy as their core subject and obtained a Master’s Degree in Political Science
and Public Administration and the theses, independent studies/research in public policy at the gradulate
level (Master’s and Ph.D) in Chulalongkorn Un.iversity, Thammasat University, Naresnan University, the
National Institute of Dévelopment Administration (NIDA), Sripatum University and Rajabhat Uttaradit

University.

The results show that the development of public policy study is divided into 6 phases,
including: 1) the phase prior to B.E. 2500 which is known as the formulation period of public
administration; 2) the phase between B.E.2500-2510 or the period during which the National Institute of
Development Administration was established; 3) the phase between B.E. or the expansion period of
public administration; 4) the phase during B.E. 2521 — 2530 which -is known as the post-cold war era in
which the growth of public poli'cy and public administration could be witnessed through the increasing of
-Master’s Degree for part-time students; 5) the phase during B.E.2531-2540 in which the study on public
_adminiétration had reached its highest stage; and 6) the phase between B.E.2541 - present (B.E.2552) or
the continuous expansion period of public administration public policy. The factors accouriting for the

development of public policy are administrative, political and social factors.

The results also show that public policy is found in both Bachelor’s Degree and Master’s
Degree in Political Science and Public Administration. Teaching and learning is available in both regular

‘and executive program. Most of the teaching and learning schedules are mostly organized on working
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days with two semesters. The writing and interview assessments are the main recruitment methods. Most
of students are not working. The opinion of students toward the study of public policy, in cluding the
content, teaching skills, the enhancement of analytical skills and the fairness of assessment methods, is

positive. Also, students’ opinions toward teaching and learning tools/media are fairly positive.

For the results of public policy research undertaken bj; students are nearly all independent
studies, founded most during B.E. 2546-2550. The research is found mainly in Master’s degree program
in public administration. A good number of research on public policy were carried out at Chulalongkorn
University. The majority of public policy research usually center around policy implementation, with the
aim to study the factors determining the success or failure in policy implementation. The samples used in
these studies are govémment agencies and the issues being focused in these research are social policies.-
Most of these studies are qualitative ones and often use interviews as the main reéearch tool. However,
there are no testing protocols performed by researchers to check the quality of the tool. The data analysis
is done through interpretation. Statistics used in these research are by and large descriptive. The period

covered in these research is usually within 1 year.
