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This study is aimed to investigate the innovations on older persons policy
implementation and the factors which have relations with the policy adoption. The study puts its
emphasis on the Older Persons Act of 2003. The scope of this study is the population in
Provincial Administration Organization, Subdistrict Administrative Organization and
Municipality in Samutprakan, Samutsakhon, Nakornpathom, Nonthaburi and Pathumthani from
December 1, 2004 to November 30, 2005.

Analysis of the study is the official policy documents and the findings from the
questionnaires and the interview of the policy stakeholders led to the conclusion that most of the
projects for older persons are welfare projects (Lﬁaﬁﬁ%wé'qamq). These projects are continued
from the old ones. The problem severe, the organizational and the push/call on factors have

relations with the older persons policy implementation significantly.
