As well, King Rama III also practiced himself as a model to
preserve all fields of Buddhism : Buddha teaching, Buddha ceremony, Buddha objects
and Buddha indjvidual ; by listening to doctrine, observing the precepts, giving to
charity, buildingn temples and supporting monks all the time which had a great effect on
the stability of the cémmunity. -Besides, there were fast developments of the economy in v
building temples, art and science restoration to disseminate and to keep the continuation
of knowledge which became an identity of existing Thai culture.

His Majesty King “Nang Glao” had applied Buddhist principles to his -
governing and also made practical use of it in the field of administration. Example of
Buddhist principle are : Four Object’s Sangkaha, Virtues of the King Ten’s dominion,
Observance of the Twelve Precepts and other moral principles. Because King Rama III
Believed that the great king had to be serious in maintaining doctrine and it would
produce an effect on the richness of the country, as a result the people would live happily
in peace. Therefore, the styles of the government administration mentioned above
allowed him to smoothly lead Thailand throughout the difficult and critical time period

between the old and new culture transition.
