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The database of plants in Rama IX Botanical Garden is developed by the Geographic
Information System (GIS) for the Rama IX Botanic Garden Foundation. Administrators of
botanic gardens and those who are interested in plant studies can search for plants, their
locations and botanical aspects through the GIS database, The information including both

geographical and descriptive data. The information displayed on screen can also be printed out.
