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Many international organizations as well as civil societies have paid greater attention on
chronic corruption problems which is widespread in many countries around the world. At the same
time, there has been growing cooperation among different sectors to address and prevent
corruption. It is notable that the corruption problem in Thailand is severe and it prohibits Thailand
from development. This research attempts td study and analyze appropriate measures and
practices conducted at the international level that would be applicable to the Thai context. The
research focused on different measures and guidelines adopted by leading international
organizations and the countries renowned for their very low corruption records in Asia and in the

World: Finland, Sweden, Norway, Japan, South Korea, and Singapore.

We have found that there are three main groups of anti-corruption measures that we can
recommend to be implemented in 'Thailand: promotion measures; prevention measures; and
punishment measures. Each group of measures consists of different strategies and programs that
can be implemented on its own or together with other programs that are related. By implementing
multiple measures and programs that are related, it would enhance the effectiveness of the

measures, which would be suitable for the context of Thailand.

For the end result we propose eight practices for Thailand's NACC to proceed with. They
include conducting surveys, targeted trainings, networking strategi_es. increasing transparency in
government through media, punishing for deterrence, whistle-blower protection and rewarding

measure, establishing code of conducts, and conflict-of-interest protection measure.
