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The objective of this research is to study the general data of amphetamine abuse,
the attitude towards amphetamine use, and the relationship between prisoners at The Central
Correctional for Young Offenders with the amphetamine substance. The sample cases are
ihe 325 amphetamine offenders in the prison at The Central Correctional for Young Offenders.
- The method used to collect the data is the Simple Random Sampling by using the questionnaires
as the tool to survey and the statistics findings which are analyzes by percentage, means and

Chi-Square. The test is set at a significant level of 0.05.

The research findings are as follow: 52.9% of the sample group is between the ages of
24-25 years old; 47.4% of the sample group are regular employees; 75.5% of the sample group
abuses amphetamine everyday; 53.5% of the sample group are in prison due to the possession of
amphetamine for use with intention of selling and has low level of attitude towards using of

amphetamine.

Moreover, the hypothesis test in career, living environment, attitude towards using of
amphetamine and relationship with friends are related to the frequency of amphetamine abuse,
but not related to the characteristic of perpetration. Broken family has no relationship with
the frequency of amphetamine abuse, but related to the characteristic of perpetration, age, level
of education, and marital status is not related to both frequency of amphetamine abuse and

characteristic of perpetration.
