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The objectives of this study were as whe following 1) to study the attifude toward Appropriate
sexual behavior of undesgraduate students in bangkok metropolis 2) to study the knowledge of sex
education, parents’ nurturing behavior and behavior on media exposure to sexual information 3) to study
attitude toward Appropriate sexual behavior as compare by their personal factors 4) to study the relationship
between the knowledge of sex education and attitude toward Appropriate sexual behavior 5) to study the
relationship between parents’ nurturing behavior and attitude toward Appropriate sexual behavior 6) to study
the relationship between media exposure behavior about sexual information and attitude toward Appropriate
sexual behavior.

The sample were 400 Undergraduate Students from Kasatsart University, Drurakij Pundit
University and Chandrakasem Rajabhat University selected by stratified random sampling. The data were
collceted by using questionnaires and analyzed by computer package. The statistical were Percentage, Mean,
Standard Deviation, t-test, F-test, Least Square Difference (LSD) and Pearson Product Moment Correlation.
The level of Significance was set at 0.05.

The results of this study were as follows: 1) undergraduate students in bangkok metropolis® attitude
toward Appropriate sexual behavior was s the moderate level 2) Undergraduate Students who had
difference in sex, age, domicile, faculty, class level, sufficient of income, residence and friend characteristics
had different attitude toward Api)ropriate sexual behavior with statistically significant 0.05 3) knowledge of
sex education was positively correlated with attitude toward Appropriate sexual behavior with statistically
significant 0.01 4) democracy nurturing behavior was positively correlated with attitude toward Appropriate
sexual behavior with statistically significant at 0.01 5) firm discipline nurturing behavior was not correlated
with attitude toward Appropriate sexual behavior 6) rejection nurturing behavior was negtive correlited with
attitude toward Appropriate sexual behavior with statistically significant 0.01 7) media exposure behavior
sexual information was negtive correlated with attitude toward Appropriate sexual behavior with statistically
significant 0.01
