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The objectives of this study are as follows 1) to study the democratic political attitude of the
4" Level Secondary School students in the 1" Educational Region of Bangkok, 2) to compare the
democratic political attitude in the 1° Educational Region of Bangkok, classified by personal
factors, 3) to study the relations between the factors of experience and political environment of

students, and the democratic political attitude.

The research samples consisted of 353 Matthayomsuksa Students, level 4"inarealin
Bangkok Metropolis. Stratified random sampling and simple random sampling method were an
end. Data were collected by using questionnaires. Statistical tool used for analyzing data

were percentage, mean, Standard Deviation, t-test, F-test and Pearson Product Moment
Correlation Coefficient.

The result showed that the democratic political attitude of Matthayomsuksa Student was
at the high level. Personal factors such as sex, age, parent's occupation, family income,
educational level, different leaming programmed in schools did not cause difference in the
attitude. But the experience in democratic educational course and the social participation had a
positive correlation to democratic the political attitudes.
