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The objectives of this research were:1) to study and compare the attitudes toward
student uniform; and 2) to examine the deviation of student uniform of Kasetsart University
undergraduate students. The data were collected, through a questionnaire, from 416
undergraduate students, randomly selecied. An observation was conducted to obtain data on the
deviation of the uniform from 103 sampled students, randomly selected. The data were
analyzed to obtain percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and one-way analysis of

variance.

Students’ attitudes toward uniform valuing, students’ value, responsibility, and
regulation acceptance were positive; but their attitudes toward students’ social life was
uncertain. The comparison of attitudes toward student uniform showed that there were
significant differences among students” attitudes toward uniform with respect to gender, income,
faculty and academic-activity participation. Whereas, no difference was found concerning

students’ age.

Regarding the deviation of uniform, female student uniform appeared to be deviated in
size, sleeves, decoration and length of shirts, length of skirts, color and style of shoes. They put
on low waist-line skirts, and short and tight shirts. Male student uniform appeared to be

deviated in size, sleeves, decoration of shirts, buckles, pants and shoes.
