The independent study entitled “Ecological Adaptation and Cultural Conservation
of Northeastern In-Migrants: A Case Study of Tambon Dong Maha Wan, King Amphoe
Wiang Chiang Rung, Changwat Chiang Rai" aims to study the social and cultural
adaptation of the community including the processes of transfering the beliefs, thoughts,
and ways of life which the in-migrated Northeastern people are using in order to
conserve their own culture in the new environment.

It is found that the Northeastern in-migrants still conserve their own cuitural
beiiefs, thoughts, ways of life, and behaviors. [n their daily life works, they combine
modern technology with their own natural dependent processes, which they have
learned and experienced in their own culture, within the new environment. Meanwhile,
they have transferred their own culture, indigenous knowledge, and beliefs to their
successors, which come to practice in their community nowadays. However, some
cultural rites may be decreased in the importance due to restriction of the environment
and the influence of socio-economic progression which is gradually invading into the

community.
