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The objectives of the study were to evaluate the relationships between the economic
and social factors of forest resources conservation and the role of executives ot the local
government organizations and academic institutions in Samui District, Thailand. The study was
conducted by interviewing 55 executives of local government organizations (28 persons) and
academic institutions (27 persons) with the total of 55 persons by using the questionnaire.

The statistical analysis used were frequencies, percentages, means, and standard deviation.

The hypothesis was tested by based on Chi square at 0.05.

It was found that, the executives of the local government organizations and academic
institutions were mainly men, aging between 41-50 years old. Most of them reccived Bachelor
Degree in various fields of study. They were mostly government officers with the second jobs
on farming and others with the average monthly earning of about 50,000 baht. They were
natives to Samui and had settled in the area more than 30 years.Though they had sufficient
knowledge on forest resources conservation, they were still lacking in proper training on
natural resources conservation. It was found that factors affecting to the role of exccutives of
local government organizations and academic institutions were the main jobs, the second jobs,
and the training related to forest resources conservation while the factors on ages. education
background, incomes, the years of settlement and the knowledge on natural resourccs
conservation had no effect to the roles in forest resources conservation of these executives.
Therefore, it was necessary to promote, improve, and develop the main jobs, the sccond jobs,

as well as the training coursc on forest resources conservation.
