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ABSTRACT

The perimenopausal state is a natural change, immTctEonltEegpg-ygcg and
psychosocial well being of women. By having psychosocial adjustment, perimenopausal
women can improve their health. The purpose of this descriptive study was to study the
psychosocial adjustment during the perimenopausal pericd of women. The subjects were
89 women experiencing the perimenopausal period, married status, who visited to the
outpatient department at Phoprathapchang Hospital, Pichit Provinc. The collecting data
were obtained between March to April 2004. The study instrument was a questionnaire
consisted of 2 parts: 1) Personal Data Record and 2) Psychosocial Adjustment in
Perimenopausal Period modified from the Psychosocial Adjustment to Illness Scale by
Derogatis which translated by Mukda Kunawat (1992). The content validity index valuing
from a panel of experts and verified by interrator agreement was .96. The reliability
insured by Cronbach’s alpha coefficient was .87. Data were analyzed using descriptive
statistics.

The results of this study reported that 53.93 percent of perimenopausal
women reported the total psychosocial adjustment at a good level and at a poor level
46.07 percent. Considering each aspect, it as found that the spect of vocational
environment, domestic environment, social environment and psychological distress, werc
also a good level 59.55, 51.69, 62.92 and 55.06 percent, the aspect of health care
oricntation, sexual relationship and extened family relationship were also a poor level
51.69 percent.

The results of this study could be used as a basic information in planning to
care, counseling and enhance psychosocial adjustment in the perimenopausal women for

there well being .
