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ABSTRACT

This research aimed (1) to evaluate
the context of the basic education at secondary
school level in special development zone of
southern border provinces, (2) to evaluate
the input of the basic education at second-
ary school level in special development
zone of southern border provinces, (3) to
evaluate the management of the basic
education at secondary school level in
special development zone of southern border
provinces, (4) to evaluate the curriculum
and the educational management of the
basic education at secondary school level
in special development zone of southern
border, and (5) to evaluate the productivity
of the basic education at secondary school
levelin special development zone of southern
border provinces.

There are two ways to evaluate :
evaluation by CIPP model and Naturalistic
approach. (1) In evaluation by CIPP model
population included schools under the
Secondary Educational Service Area Office
15 (The provinces of Pattani, Yala and
Narathiwat), schools under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 16 (The
provinces of Satun and Songkhla only in the
districts of Chana Nathawi Tepa and SabaYoi)
and schools under the Office of Private
Secondary Education in special development

zone of southern border provinces in total

246 schools. The Sample included 45
schools randomly selected by using number
table. Questionnaires were used to collect
data from total 2,250 persons from school
directors, school board members, teachers,
12th grade students and parents. Data were
analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean
and standard deviation. (2) In naturalistic
approach, the data were collected by
observation and interview of executives,
school board members, teachers, 12th grade
students and parents of the selected two
schools as a case study. Data were analyzed
using content analysis and conclusion.
The research findings were as follows:

1) In term of the context, most
of parents were Muslims Malay descents
(86.44%). Most of them believed strongly in
religious and showed respect to the religious
leaders. Most of them are poor, and settled
down in rural more than urban areas. Most
of them had various occupations; their
conservation of natural resources and the
environment was at low level. Their safety
of life and property was at the moderate
level (43.72%).

2) In term of Input, most administrators
were male (73.33%) and graduated a master
degree in education and had an average
of 11.2 years of executives experiences. In
the public schools, the average number of

students was 659; while in private schools,
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the average number of students was 1171.
Most teachers graduated a Bachelor Degree,
and had an average of 6.68 years of teaching
experiences. The media technology was
inadequate and outdated.

3) in term of the Administrative
Process, most of administrators used the
school based management and PDCA. The
method of Four Noble Truth had been used
to solve the school problems. The quality of
management of the director of the school as
awhole was at moderate level, at good level
in the general administration, at moderate
levelin the budget administration, at moderate
level in the academic administration,
and at moderate level in the personal
administration.

4) In term of curriculum and learning
process, the curriculum was consistent with
the local need (47.22%). Most of teachers
had lesson plans, but do not use them and
they taught according to guideline of the
book’s publisher. Most of teachers use
lectures more than other techniques; the
use of media in the learning activities of
teachers was moderate (44.44%). Teachers
used most of the tests and authentic
measurement to evaluate students (52.78%).

5) In term of output, 48.89% of
schools passed the second assessment of
National Education Standards and Quality
Assessment. O-NET and NT of students in

all subjects were lower than the national
average. 90.21% of students Who completed
12th grade proceeded for higher education.
17.56% of students left schools. Muslim
students studying in the private school had
a sense of prayer more than students in

public schools.
