The research studies the Ornament discovered at Phu Khao Thong
Archaeological sites and vicinities in Ranong, Province. It intends to study the typology
of the Ornament produced site and Phu Kao Thong'’s. Role as well as other site such as
vicinities and neighboring countries. from archaeological evidence found in the area of
Ranong Province.

Result of the research indicates that there are traces which can classify of the
ornament into 5 type ; bracelets, earring, intaglios, pendant and beads. The raw material
to be different such as stone glass and gold. The ornament that meet majority has the
source from Arikamedu at India is the beadmaking site (1" - 3" century A.D.) from Vietnam
(2nd —g" century A.D.) and the Persia (5th century AD.)

Regarding the role of these ancient communities, it is likely the port which the
centre of the communities at Phu Kao Thong (1% - 3" century A.D.) The commercial relation
with all port in the South-east Asia , India and Middle East. Moreover, the connection in
Persia (7th - 8th century A.D.) and the significant finds the convinced archaeologists that Phu
Kao Thong was the beadmaking site with seemed to Khuan Luk Pat at Khlong Thom, Krabi
Province and Khao Sam Kaeo at Chum Pon, Province had taken more important role in many

aspects such as port and beadmaking site in southern region of Thailand.
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
