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This cross-sectional survey study aimed to investigate alcohol consumption behavior of
drunk drivers and identify factors associated with alcohol consumption among drunk drivers in
Bangkok Metropolitan, The 390 subjects were selected by systemic sampling method from
drunk drivers. The data were collected by questionnaire developed by the researcher on
February 2006, The data were analyzed for frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation

and Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The results showed that: Alcohol consumption behavior of the samples were at a low
level (53.3 %) and 5.6 % drank frequently. The predisposing factors that had significantly
positive association with alcohol consumption behavior were attitudes toward impaired drivers
and perceived risk of traffic accident from the impaired drivers. The enabling factors that had
significantly positive association with alcohol consumption behavior were place of beverage
drinking. The reinforcing factors that had significantly positive association with alcohol
consumption behavior were the influence of information received from media and supports to

alcohol consumption from the parents.
