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The purposes of this study were (1) to explore perspectives and practices of school-family
partnerships in educational provision of secondary schools under Department of General Education
in Bangkok, (2) to study the factors affecting perspectives and practices of school-family
partnerships. The research method was a mixed method of quantitative and qualitative method.
There were 2 steps of data collection process. Firstly, 488 questionnaires were distributed to 28
administrators, 181 teachers and 239 parents of 28 schools. The data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics, ANOVA and multiple regression. Secondly, 1 school was selected to conduct a case
study. The research findings were summarized as follows:

1. The perspectives of school-family partnerships scores of all schools were at high level.
Perspectives of school-family partnerships of case study were composed of 1) the purpose that
supporting, preventing and solving the students' fearning and behaviors. 2) the principle of work that
improving inner characteristics for promoting team work 3) the methods of work that improving
teachers and parents' idea in considering students as starting point of their tasks, working with
PDCA cycle, and communicating for the best understanding among each other.

2. Three factors affecting perspectives of school-family partnerships were attitude toward
school-family partnerships, policy and supporting. They accounted for 79.60% of perspective
variance. Attitude was the important factor. Case study result informed that educational reform,
promotion of awareness and understanding, love and concerned with students and co-operative
working experience were important factors in addition to attitude.

3. The practices of school-family partnerships scores of all schools were at moderate level.
Two levels of partnerships were found from the case study; administrative level and practitioner leve!.
Results from practices shown in activities and projects for children development and parents
developrﬁent. Evaluation results indicated the satisfaction of the teachers and parents in general.
Some problems and obstacle were noticed in working process.

4. Supporting accounted for 50.70% of variance of practices of school-family partnerships.

The case study indicated that policy was an additional important factor.
