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The objective of the study is to investigate the Tai-Khorat community, which exhibits the
distinctive features of Nakhon Ratchasima or Khorat. More specifically, Phraphloeng Village has
been regarded as a community which carries on its ancestors' primitive way of life, namely the
physical and social setting, customs, cultures, beliefs and architectural structures. The principles and
concepts of the community conservation were employed to analyze the community uniqueness and
its values in terms of the way of life, customs, cultures and belief, which affected the use of its {and
and the relationships among community members. The study also explores the community scheme
and policy in the conservation and promotion of its values which has, in turn, become a proper
landmark of Nakhon Ratchasima.

fi was found that the conservaiion of the Phraphioeng Village community resulted from the
community cultural - bound activities and the community members' beliefs. Similarly, the community
conservational concepts led ihe community to preserve its own way of life by actually conducting
their daily lives as they were. In addition, the local government sectors and the community
collaboratively set up a community measure so that its members could have their views taken into
consideration. The main goal of conservation was to encourage the community to have a sustainable
