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The aim of this research is to study “Concept of Public Law in Thailand on State Power
from B.E. 2521 to B.E. 2539", based on studying in the constitution ,the supremacy law, and

considering the real political circumstances as well as social conditions at that period.

The result of this research indicates that Thai political system in which rarely provide
opportunities for their citizens to participate. In sprit of the change of Thai regime in B.E. 2475
Jparticipatory democracy did not occurred. According to this, state power was still used by only
some groups of leading people, who had used absolute power during thattime. However, it can be
considered and divided into 2 dominant groups. The first one is those who worked as the superiors
and the higher government officers between B.E.- 2475 and B.E. 2516. The second is some particular

groups in business areas who involve in political system between B.E. 2516 and B.E. 2539.

Constitution, considered as the supremacy law and the principle of the democratic regime,
was used just to symbolize the democracy regime. Moreover, almost constitutions were written by only
governments. Also, it were used as legitimate tools of politicians rather than used for the public ‘in
generai acceptance. It could be argued that Thai constitution did not have a reflection of the principle

and philosophy Democracy regime.

Consequently, the idea of political reform was initially established in B.E. 2535 in order to
stimulate every one to participate in political system. Furthermore, the use of state power must be

~examined through increasing certain systems and should be controlled in every level.
