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Abstract

The purposes of the descriptive research were to study the attitude and behza\gér !?n?uzsing
educational information technblogy for self — learning of undergraduate students of Christian
University of Thailand and to compare the attitude and behavior in using educational information
technology for self — learning of undergraduate students of Christian University of Thailand
among students with different gender, class and department. The sample were 400 undergraduate
students of Christian University of Thailand. Data collection was by questionnaire. Descriptive
statistics, t-test and One-way Analysis of Variance were used in data analysis.

The results of indicated that attitude and behavior in using educational information
technology for self — learning of undergraduate students of Christian University of Thailand were
at a god level and a moderate level, respectively. No significant differences in their attiu;de in
using educational information technology for self — learning of undergraduate students of
Christian University of Thailand were found in the categories of gender and department.
However, significant difference at .05 level was found among students whose difference in class.
The students with first year and second year, second year and third year, second year and fourth
year, third year and fourth year had significantly difference score level of attitude and behavior
at.05. Regarding behavior in using educational information technology for self — learning of
undergraduate students of Christian University of Thailand, there was no significant difference
between male and female. However, for students whose difference in class and department, the
significant difference in behavior in using educational information technology for self — learrﬁng

of undergraduate students of Christian University of Thailand was found at .05 level.
