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The aim of this thesis is to study the past historical background and development of the Thai
administrative law concepts, especially, in the reign of King Chulalongkorn where there were
immense changes in administrative justice system, for better understanding of the influential factors

on the development thereof, the concepts of administrative law changed, and their consequences.

The study demonstrates both domesfic and foreign related factors having effect on the
development of administrative concepts in the reign of King Chulalongkorn. It indicates that the
domestic factors caused the problem in the organization of power relations and some defaults
founded in the past administrative law system. As for the foreign related factors, there were
influences from foreign countries in terms of the advanced organization of administrative system
order for which Siamese elites had learned and applied in order to rectify the defaults existing in the

former administration.

While, the cbntents of the past administrative law concepts significantly reflected of the
concepts derived from the western concepts of administrative law, especially, in relation to the
organization of public administration structure and the role and power of the modern state, the
present administrative law partially reflects of the principles originated in the Thai administrative law
concepts in the past in terms of state’s power, the exercise of administrative power principle, as well

as, the relation between the state and its citizen.

As manifested in the study, the concepts of administrative law in the reign of King
Chulalongkorn have presented the harmonization of the concepts of administrative law derived from
those of the west and ours in the past, which had led to the effective administrative law system and
deemed one of the key factor bringing about Siam to become “a modern state.” However, it was
suggested that the administrative law reform had also led to the intensity of state power penetrating
to every portion of society without sufficient control of the exercise of administrative power. In
addition, the centralization had caused the inequality of power given between the capital and

regions, which subsequently became one of the significant problems in the Thai society.
