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The objective of this independent study was to use reinforcement techniques to
modify in-out classroom without permission behavior of a case study with mild autism who
was in a'classroom with other nine students with mental retardation, Mathayom Suksa 6/1,
Kawila Anukul School, Chiang Mai Province during second semester in the academic year
2005. The case study was selected by purposive sampling. The main instruments included
1) eight contracts with both social and token reinforcements and 2) a behavioral observation
form. The data were analyzed using frequencies and presented in tables with descriptive
explanation. The total experimental time was four weeks and four classes were observed.

The results showed that after using the contracts with reinforcements, the frequencies

of in-out classroom behaviors without permission was decreased from thirty-two times to none.
