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The purpose of this independent study was to improve mathematics
learning behaviors through group process activities for Mathayom Suksa 1
students, Maetunwittaya School, Lamphun Province. The subjects of this study
were 32 Mathayom Suksa 1 students who participated in Phet Muang Li
Project.The instruments used in this study were 12 supplementary mathematics
lesson plans on the topic of Application II, two group work evaluation forms, one
for the students, and the other for the researcher. Three experts were asked to
evaluate all instruments and their comments and advises were then used to revise
the lesson plans and evaluation forms. The study was then carried out during the
2 " semester of the academic year 2550.The data collected were analyzed and
presented descriptively.

The results of this study showed that the learning behaviors such as
working cooperatively and in harmony were gradually improved. These behaviors
tended to coincide with the school intented characters which were having good
disciplines, responsibility, love for learning and being democratic. Besides this
improvement, classroom atmosphere was less tense and the students seemed to
enjoy learning.
