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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were tc study Lua cloths weaving adjustment at Ban Hor,

Pang Hin Fon Sub-district, Mae Chaem District,Chiang Mai Province and to study the factors
associated with the adjustment. The researcher used the methods of searching the data from the
documents, interviews with senior people, cloth weavers, and the owner of cloth shop in Mae
Chaem District. In addition, the researcher conducted the observations on the process of cloth
weaving of Lua women and on activities in the village. Data were used the method of content

analysis and presented in descriptive form.
The results of this study were as follows:

Lua people weaved cloths by using threads buying from Mae Chaem District. These
threads were tied in order to make designs an patterns and hired people in Mae Chaem area to
color the threads. The color materials were chemical substances and very expensive and bought
from Chiang Mai. The weaving tool used for weaving was called a back-strap. The size of
cloth’s piece which the weaver wanted to use for themselves, the weaver weaved as the size that
fit with their body’s size. This piece of cloth was scratching the horizontal threads for making the
design and making the cloth more beautiful. For the piece of cloths that they weaved for selling,

the weavers weaved as the size of sarong-like skiit and not scratching the threads.

In present, the purpose of weaving cloths changed from weaving cloths for self using or
changing with the others into the purpose of weaving for selling. The factors associated with the
weaving adjustment were the communication with outside society resulting changes of dressing.
Especially, teenagers in Ban Hor dressed like city peonle. Economics change was the another
factor, changing from sufficient Jiving economics inio competitive economics that rely cn money
for living. These events made Lua people have to adjust their living for coping up with the
changes said above. In addition, weaving cloths for selling impacted the learning of weaving

process that made the designs and patterns of cloths change.
