The research on Transformation of Good Gitl Identity of Ethnic People: The Case of a
Female Teacher government Official at School Director Ranking was aimed at answering three
research questions. They are (1) How would the Lisu community identity in comparing to the
Lisu identity of the case under the study are defined?; (2) How would “Good Girl” of the case be
defined? ; and (3) How would this transformation affect the case’s being good girl and ethnic
identity? The study employed the framework of identity transformation at individual level of the
case who was a Lisu woman growing up and maintaining her living outside of the Lisu
community.

The findings reveal that the case had transformed her living style and identity along with
those of the lowland people in order to be accepted, avoid alienation, and survive in the new
society. She was able to choose the identity to fit the context and situation confronting her. The
‘case had chosen the identity that had been accepted and yielded the highest benefit to her.
Besides, the case had also transmitted the identity to her daughter and other ethnic students of her
$0 that her daughter couid become a whole Thai citizen and the students to have the identity more
accepted by the lowland community. The case had used Thai instead of Lisu language, dressed
up in modern instead of Lisu costume, and worked as at teacher with the government official
status instead of working in the farm. However, the case had practiced two aspects of Lisu
identity. She used Lisu last name and Lisu language in communicating with her mother who had

not acquired Thai. The case had not defined being good girl but did it in the new context —
working hard, being industrious, and being responsible to one’s roles. The case thought that Lisu
community had not belonged to her and she no longer wanted to live in it justifying by her
present career, her having been continuously equipped with modern education, and/or her
personal reason of having no fond of social framework held by the Lisu community. The case’s

identity had continuously changed, fluid, adaptive, and learned.
