The objective of this thesis is to analyze the institutional system of radio
frequency allocation in Thailand, its effects on market structure and market conduct for
the period before and after the new constitution B.E.2540 (1997), which Article 40
determined the radio frequency revolution, and to study the interest grouns' behavior on
drafting Broadcasting Act B.E.... and on selecting the National Broadcasting
Commission. The data range covers the period of B.E.2540-2545.

The old allccation, including the process from handing for permission to final
consumers, has been non-systematic and ambiguous. This benefited to some interest
groups and resulted in oligopoly market structure of radio frequency. Such structure
affected conduct and gave negative economic performance. The new constitution aims
to liberalize the market and to maintain fair competition, but in the process of drafting
Broadcasting Act B.E...., the interest groups have tried to influence the draft to maintain
their benefits. Therefore, the oid imperfect-competitioned characteristics would be likely
to relieve under the new rules, however, the possible of new barriers and mcnopolistic

features could occur in the more complex way.
