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The research objective to present the analysis of Thailand's three budget allocation
processes: (1) preparation, (2) adoption and (3) execution. The research will show that such
budget allocation creates the power interaction between the groups of politician, government
official, military and businessman. They use governmental machinery and power {o get advantages
and monopoly of budget allocation. They provide benefits to themselves and their people and that
is not fair and neutral to the society. Therefore, the budget allocation does not go along with true
need and demand of the public. Besides, it creates the leak of the budget to the social public:
scholar groups, professional groups, press groups and general peopie groups who are the main set
in the society but have a little negotiating power of budget allocation process. As the
representative system in the Thailand's democracy is not efficient the flow of national budget does

not work because it can not develop the country prasperously as much as it is abie.

The content of the research is the analysis of power interaction of two classes: advantage
class and disadvantage class, with the important discovering topic:  "Which power group holds the
production factor, it will distribute products to itself and its group” The research begins at the period
that the military had role and power to control the country and also the country budget was allocated
to the national defense in the higher ratio than others. When businessmen had important position
and power to manage the country, the budget was distributed to the economic more than
others. When the politics was weak, the groups of military and official would cooperate together to
allocate the budget to themselves and their groups. The groups of social public hardly have a role in
the process of budget allocation but they involve a little to suggest opinions about the budget
allocation through the press and academician groups who present news about the unfair and no

neutrality of the national budget allocation. Presently, people use vote to get the national budget.
